The student cites evidence, makes a variety of strong connections to other experiences, texts, concepts, issues and/or cultural settings.  There are no errors in text-based facts.
	The student’s written work is almost faultless in terms of its structure, citations, use of support and grammar.  There may be no more than minor errors in mechanics and usage.  Often the paper is innovative or exceptional for its topic, use of support or general style.  The paper demonstrates creativity and indicates work beyond the parameters of the assignment.  The student has demonstrated use of the Writing Process and expresses his or her ideas in a unique voice that attends to the considerations of audience and genre in an original and effective way.
	The student’s oral English is well above grade level in terms of proper pronunciation, syntax and diction. Observable participation in classroom and extracurricular situations is proactive, respectful, attentive, compelling, thoughtful and thorough.  Ideas presented are sound and effective and couched within a clear structure.   Student flexibly and independently adapts tone, voice and vocabulary (literary and academic) relevant to the situation.  Class presentations demonstrate prior preparation and multiple resources, and the content is balanced, intelligent, thought provoking and goes beyond simple encyclopedic information; a deeper understanding of the material is obvious. Independent of Spanish in the classroom.

	CB – Cumplió Bien
	The student’s ideas are grounded in solid support and are critically sound demonstrating confident, coherent, and adequate understanding and interpretation of the text through some elaboration and extension.  Critical analysis and evidence of creativity and originality are extant; ideas are succinct and clearly organized.  The student is able to evaluate the personal worth of a text using evidence and reasoning and makes connections to personal experiences, other texts and/or background knowledge. There are no major errors in text-based facts.  
	The student’s written work is clear, complete and demonstrates a full understanding of the learning objective.  There may be some minor errors in mechanics and usage, but these are not noticeable and do not, in any way, impact the overall understanding of the essay.  Work may be creative and/or move beyond the expected parameters of the assignment.  The student has used the writing process and demonstrates some competence in voice, audience and genre.
	The student’s oral English oral English exceeds grade level expectations and participation in class is frequent and thoughtful.  There may be some inaccuracies in pronunciation or syntax, but these do not noticeably affect the flow or understanding of the presentation.  The student interacts positively and effectively in classroom and extracurricular situations using the appropriate voice, tone and vocabulary.  The student expresses him/herself in a competent way and actively listens to and responds to others.  Class presentations are balanced, intelligent, thought provoking and go beyond simple encyclopedic information with minor digressions and/or minutia; a deeper understanding of the material is present but may be lost in general information.  There is clear evidence of prior preparation and several resources.  Very limited need of Spanish in the classroom.

	C – Cumplió
	The student reads with accuracy, understands support, and is able to evaluate the personal worth of a text using some evidence, reasoning and background knowledge.  The student demonstrates a limited understanding and/or interpretation of the text. Ideas may not move beyond the level of classroom discussions, and the student’s level of comprehension may consist primarily of literal responses to the text.  The student may occasionally make connections between other experiences and text that are disjointed, fragmented, limited and not integral to the text.  There may be errors in text-based facts.
	The student’s written work is complete and demonstrates a reasonable understanding of the learning objective.  There may be some minor but consistent problems in mechanics and usage, but these do not significantly impact the overall understanding of the essay.   Written work may be distinctive but that would be the exception, although, in general, this is expected for the grade level.   The student demonstrates difficulty in using the writing process and has problems with structure and one or more aspects of voice, audience or genre.
	The student’s oral English is average, as is their participation in class, both of which meets basic grade level expectations.  The student does interact positively in most classroom and extracurricular activities but proper tone, voice and/or vocabulary may not be managed well.  The student actively listens and responds to others most of the time.  Class presentations may not be well-prepared all the time, and much of the information may be encyclopedic and not offer broader or deeper views of the information.  In fact, the presentation may seem irrelevant at times.  There may be a certain inaccuracy of ideas in the presentation due to faulty pronunciation, syntax or poor structure.  On occasion, Spanish is used in class to develop ideas.

	MC – Mínimo Cumplimiento
	The student demonstrates an attempt to respond with very limited evidence of understanding of the text; may need constant support from peers or instructor.  Ideas may be not supportable and/or insufficient to elaborate an argument.  The student exhibits a level of comprehension that consists of disjointed, incomplete or irrelevant responses although he/she might use relevant copied text. The student makes only distant connections to the text, using sketchy details.  There may be errors in text-based facts.
	The student’s written work is minimal and does not completely meet the requirements of the learning objective.  The paper has several structural and/or mechanical and/or usage errors which significantly impact its overall understanding, yet there is a clear attempt at the defined structure.  Support may be extant, but it is not integrated, and, in some cases, may be irrelevant.  The student demonstrates difficulty in using the Writing Process and struggles with one or more aspects of voice, audience or genre.
	The student’s oral English is below grade level and class participation is lacking unless called upon.  Major errors in pronunciation, syntax, voice, appropriate language or tone are evident as the student struggles to use appropriate devices.  He or she has difficulty expressing him/herself and often has difficulty in interpreting and responding appropriately to others.  Class presentations are poorly prepared and the content is often encyclopedic or rote with little assimilation or analysis and few resources.  The content may be superficial or irrelevant or both.  The presentation may fail to flow smoothly and may often digress due to poor structure or language or both.  Spanish is used more frequently in class as a means to elucidate ideas and instruction.

	NO – No Cumplió
	The student demonstrates a complete lack of understanding of the text.  Ideas and responses do not meet the requirements of the assignment.  The student does not read with accuracy, even with support.  The student might struggle to evaluate the personal worth of a text and has great difficulty finding evidence and supporting ideas.  The level of comprehension is severely incomplete or irrelevant.  There are many errors in text-based facts.  Material has not been read…
	The student’s written work is categorically below the grade level and the expectations of the learning objectives.  The paper has an overwhelming number of structural and/or mechanical and/or usage errors which make it difficult or impossible to follow.  There is little attempt at a defined structure.  There is little or no support.  The student has not utilized the Writing Process and fails to understand the importance of voice, audience or genre.  The written work has not been handed in…


	The student’s oral English is well below average for grade level and class participation is non-existent or forced.  The student has difficulty in interacting positively in successfully in classroom or extracurricular activities due to language problems.  The student may have difficulty expressing him/herself coherently and interpreting and responding to others appropriately.  Class presentations evidence little or no preparation and the content is read to the class with no attempt at assimilation or analysis.  The presentation fails to flow smoothly and often digresses; creativity is non-existent, and resources are minimal.  Excessive use of Spanish in the classroom. The student has failed to participate in speaking, listening or viewing activities…
