2. The class evaluation for Presentations (see below).  These will be filled out anonymously by the class at the end of your presentation.
3. A package of your group work given to me WITHIN ONE WEEK AFTER YOUR PRESENTATION.  This should include the following:

· A complete and annotated bibliography of the research that went into the preparation and presentation of your lesson.

· Copies of your research work, either representative or complete.

· A copy of the Presentation Rubric filled out by your group WITH EXPLANATIONS for each of the grades given.  (You will be using a blank form – you may refer to the original handed out in the initial packet at the beginning of the year.)

	There is clear evidence of prior preparation: the class is given an outline or one is evident from the presentation; a summary of major ideas, process, criteria, thinking, and resources is included at the end; handouts are relevant and have been prepared in advance; members are fully aware of the shared group information and are at ease discussing any aspect; selected readings show an understanding of the author’s accumulated works; the class evaluation is well designed, relevant, comprehensive, and thoughtfully created and graded; and clear justification is given for the inclusion of material in the presentation.
	There is evidence of prior preparation: the presentation has a goal or outline which is evident and followed for the most part; a summary of major ideas, process, criteria, thinking, and resources is included, although not thoroughly, at the end; handouts are relevant and have been prepared in advance; members of the group are aware of the shared information but basically stick to their own scripts; selected readings show some understanding of the author’s accumulated works; the class evaluation is adequate, clearly designed, covers the major ideas in the presentation and is thoughtfully created and graded; and clear justification is given for the inclusion of most of the material in the presentation.
	There is little or no evidence of prior preparation: a clear outline of the presentation is not clearly evident or is not clearly followed; no summary, or a superficial summary, detailing process, ideas, criteria, thinking, and resources, is included at the end; handouts are irrelevant or have not been prepared in advance; members of the group have not fully shared information with each other; selected readings show little or no understanding of the author’s accumulated works; the class evaluation is not adequate, relying on rote memory, does not fully cover the presentation, and/or is not thoughtfully designed or graded; and clear justification is not given for the inclusion of material in the presentation.

	The content of the presentation is intelligent and balanced: information is relevant and goes beyond simple historical or literary data; historical information is integrated with discussions of literature, and the author’s influences from his/her time are clearly shown; a deep understanding of the discussed works is seen in precise literary terminology and themes; and an overall understanding of the author’s place in American Literature is clearly and completely integrated into the presentation.
	The content of the presentation has, for the most part, depth and balance: the information is relevant or relevancy is explained; the historical information is necessary and is linked to the author and his/her accumulated works; discussions or lectures address many literary issues and terms; and an overall understanding of the author’s place and influences in American Literature is attempted, although it might be superficial and/or incomplete.
	The content of the presentation is superficial or lacking in balance: information is irrelevant or relevancy is not explained; historical information assumes too great a portion of the presentation and/or is not clearly linked to the author’s accumulated works; discussions or lectures fail to fully address literary issues or terminology; and an overall understanding of the author and his/her place and influences in American Literature is not evident.

	The presentation flows from point to point with minor digressions, and manages to interest the class; the information is clear, structured, and balanced; discussions are well-managed and planned; a discussion, an activity, and a visual aid may all be included; the presentation makes some attempts at creativity, succeeding for the most part; and timing problems are kept to a minimum.
	The presentation fails to flow smoothly, often digresses, and/or is uninteresting; the information is lacking in structure and balance; discussions are poorly planned or managed; the presentation lacks variety in failing to offer a discussion, activity, or visual aid; the presentation lacks creativity; and timing is a problem.
