The Augustan Age (The Age of Pope)

Class Objectives and Sub-Objectives:

1. To have a basic concept of the characteristics involved in the Augustan Literature
a. How the authors of ancient Rome inspired the authors of the 18 century
b. Neo-classicism
c. The Heroic Couplet
2. To have a general historical background on the time period

3. To learn about important authors of the time period and their works
a. Jonathan Swift
b. Alexander Pope
c. John Dryden
d. Daniel Defoe
Class Activities and Lesson Plans:

1. 25 minutes: The class will have time to prepare and share their homework with the group by giving an analysis of the work given to them (10 minutes per group). 

2. 5 minutes: Class will be given a picture and write what they think is the time period and the culture. This would be the introduction to the presentation. 

3. 10 minutes: Class will read the handout on Augustan Literature and the historic background. The students will be presented its importance.
4. 10 minutes: Class will be given different texts (an author and one of their texts) and will derive information within their groups.

5. 20 minutes: Groups will present what they found in the texts and derive an analysis.

Materials Needed For Class and Justification:

Handouts: Homework given, Lesson Plans, General Background on the Augustan Age including its characteristics and the Biography of the Authors along with their writings, 
Homework:

Students will be assigned to investigate on an author of the Roman Times (Virgil, Horace…). This is with the intention of having them get to class and see how specific authors of the neo-classicism were inspired by the writings of ancient Rome.
