AP CLASS LASSON PLAN: THE ENLIGHTENMENT & THE AGE OF JOHNSON

PERIOD: The Enlightenment (1st Period)

CLASSS OBJECTIVES, SUBOBJECTIVES & ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS:

· Class Objective: To understand the Enlightenment as a period and to see how Johnson’s “On the Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic” exemplifies that period.

· Sub Objectives:

· To understand the basic philosophy of the enlightenment including the search for truth through reason, observation and experimentation.  

· To understand the lives of both philosophers of the enlightenment and main writers of the Age of Sensibility, establishing the ideas of the time, and the literary genres pursued by the writers.

· To understand the basic characteristics of literature in the Age of Sensibility and how these reflect the philosophical trends of the time relating science and reason. 

· To analyze and understand how the simple structure and content of “On the Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic” by Johnson are a perfect example of literature in the Age of Sensibility. 

· Essential Questions:

· How does the Enlightenment and the Age of Sensibility differ from the rest of the periods we have seen in terms of themes, ideas, and literary genres?

· How does “On the Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic” by Johnson show this new trend towards a mores simple and rational literature?

CLASS ACTIVITIES:

· Word puzzle in which students will begin thinking of how the terms present there are part of The Enlightenment and the Age of Sensibility. (10 minutes)

· Reading and analyzing of the handout relating the period of The Enlightenment and the Age of Sensibility (20 minutes)

· Quick overview of the structure of “On the Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic” by Johnson (10 minutes)

· Drawing of the images present in the poem “On the Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic” by Johnson, followed by an explanation of the picture and further analysis of the poem’s meaning. (15 minutes for drawing and presenting and 15 minutes for analysis)

HOMEWORK:

· Read and Print On The Death of Mr. Robert Levet, a Practiser in Physic By Johnson. 

EVALUATION:

· The word puzzle will be corrected by the group.

· The participation in class, specially regarding the analysis of the poem and the participation in the drawing of the interpretations will also be evaluated
