AP CLASS LESSON PLANS

Topic of Presentation: Jacobean Lit.

Names of presenters: Melissa Dixon, David Sardi & Alicia Duque.

Class objectives & sub-objectives and/or essential questions:

· The students understand the historical context of the period as well as how it reflected on the literature and how it permitted the creation of the metaphysical poetry.
· Understand the characteristics of the metaphysical poets and poetry.

· The students have broken down, analyzed and understood “The Life of Man” by Francis Bacon and “For his Coy Mistress” by Andrew Marvell and “A VALEDICTION FORBIDDING MOURNING” by john Donne as well as extracted the characteristics from them to compare them to those that composed the metaphysical poetry. Main focus of poems is important. 
· How does the historical context affect each author (of the three mentioned) differently? 
Class activities and planned times:
Groups of two (Marce & Laura, Luis & Jessi).
· 20 minutes: background info on Jacobean Period, metaphysical poetry and biography on John Donne, Andrew Marvelle, and Sir Francis Bacon.
· The class would be divided into pairs. One group will have “The Life of Man” by Francis Bacon and the other “A VALEDICTION FORBIDDING MOURNING” by John Donne. We will have “For his Coy Mistress” by Andrew Marvell.

· The groups will analyze the poems and come up with characteristics that make them part of the metaphysical poetry.

· Each groups presents to the class. We will add or correct as necessary.  
Materials needed for class & justification:

· Photocopies of the three works for each student.
Homework:
· Everyone must read ALL THREE works: A Valediction Forbidding Mourning, To His Coy Mistress & The Life of Man. 
· Briefly analyze the poems on central themes, structure and tone.  
Evaluation:
· A type of game show that challenges the students knowledge on the Jacobean epoch.
