TOPIC OF PRESENTATION: Metaphysical & Jacobean Periods

CLASS OBJECTIVES & SUBOBJECTIVES AND/OR ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS

· To understand the style of Francis Bacon and how it is representative of the Metaphysical period. 
Subobjectives:

· Analytically compare and contrast works of John Donne and Francis Bacon in order to create an overall concept of the literary characteristics of the Metaphysical period. 
· To apply the concepts learned in this class and the past into the creation of an original piece of poetry. 
· To be able to locate the period in the context of Literary and Artistic movements. 
CLASS ACTIVITIES AND PLANNED TIMES:

· Finish up the conclusions pending from last class. (15 min)
· Locate Jacobean & Metaphysical period in Mr. Rompf’s handouts. (5 min)
· Re-read Francis Bacon’s “The Life of Man” and analyze content, form, and Jacobean characteristics. Compare/ Contrast to John Donne’s poems in Venn diagrams.  (25 min)
· In pairs, create a poem taking into consideration aspects learned from the time period. Includes form, meter, rhyme scheme, style, themes, etc. After the writing is done, poems will be read out loud and a winner will be chosen. Prize given. (25 min)

· Overhead projector for transparencies in concluding activity. 

· Whiteboard with markers for demonstrating the place of the Jacobean & Metaphysical period in artistic movements.
