F. SCOTT FITZGERALD:

· Born in St. Paul, Minnesota in September, 24/1896.

· He is said to be the cousin of the person who wrote the National Anthem. 

· Only son of a Southern furniture salesman and the Irish daughter of a wealthy wholesale grocer. 

· His father’s business was broke so he became a Procter and Gamble salesman for upstate NY. 

· At age  18: fell in love with Ginevra King, inspiration for the character of Daisey in The Great Gatsby.

· 1911-1913: attended Catholic Academy Newman School in NJ. 

· 1913: Entered Princeton University. 

· 1917: kicked out of Princeton for poor academic records and joined the American Army.

· 1919: worked in NY as an advertising agent.

· 1918: met Zelda Sayre and married her in 1920: they lived an expensive life of parties, trabelling, alcohol and drugs!

· Wrote in Scribner’s Magazine and The Saturday Evening Post. 

· Became indebted because of the expensive lifestyle. 

· Had a baby girl in 1921.

· 1924: moved to Europe where he lived from place to place amongst the most rich and famous. He met Hemmingway and Stein during these trips.

· He became an extreme alcholic and Zelda began to have mental breakdowns. 

· In order to support Zelda’s expensive lifestyle, he interrupted his novels to write short stories in order to charge huge fees from popular magazines.

· Between 1927-1932 Fitzgerald worked as a screenplayer in Hollywood

· 1937: returned to Hollywood and hooks up with Sheilah Graham who becomes his partner for the rest of his life. 

· Died on December, 21/1940 in Hollywood.
