AP CLASS LESSON PLAN
TOPIC OF PRESENTATION: Realism

CLASS OBJECTIVES & SUBOBJECTIVES AND/OR ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS

· To identify the characteristics reviewed during last class in Harte’s and Twain’s texts. 

· Determine which author follows the literary movement more strictly. 

· Understand how Regionalism and humor are related to Realism.

CLASS ACTIVITIES AND PLANNED TIMES:

Day two:

· Introduce Regionalism, humour and their relevance to Realism. (5 minutes) 
· Distribute a handout with information about Mark Twain and discuss the summary of Huckleberry Finn. (15 minutes) 
· Read an excerpt from Huckleberry Finn. (10 minutes)
· Padeia Seminar in which the students discuss whether Huckleberry Finn belongs to the realist period or not. (15 minutes) 
· Read The Outcasts of Poker Flat by Bret Harte (15 minutes)
· Evaluation and opinion questions (15 minutes)
