Class one lesson plan:
Objectives: 

· To understand the historical context and the reasons that lead to the rise of Romanticism.
· To have knowledge of the major authors from the period.
· To comprehend the characteristics and styles implemented in Romantic writing through their use in original pieces written by the students themselves.
Activities:
(Homework: Read Coleridge’s “Rime of the ancient Mariner” or Keats’s “Ode on a Grecian Urn)

1. First is a brief writing exercise where the students will produce a short piece of writing or poem that is to contain what they believe are romantic elements.

2. Each student will then be asked why they believe the piece they have written may be deemed as of a romantic nature. 

3. The history of Romanticism will then be presented along with the major authors from the period. (The class will be asked to participate)
4. Afterward, the class will engage in the reading of Coleridge’s “The Rime of the Ancient Mariner.”

5. Analysis on the poem will then be made and will focus mainly on why this piece of work is considered a Romantic masterpiece. 
6. Each student will be asked to share his or her conclusions. 
7. The characteristics of Romanticism will be described and then identified in excerpts of the “Rime of the Ancient Mariner” and other works from various authors. 
8. The students will be asked to write another short piece in which the conclusions they have come up with (along with the Romantic characteristics described) can be seen.
