AP CLASS LESSON PLANS
TOPIC OF PRESENTATION: ROMANTICISM

CLASS OBJECTIVES & SUBOBJECTIVES AND/OR ESSENTIAL QUESTIONS

(i.e. To understand Hemingway’s Style: Hemingway’s use of short sentences; Hemingway’s use of repetition; etc.; Essential Questions: In what ways is Hemingway’s work connected to that of the other 20th Century authors?; What is your (our) support and evidence for any interpretations we may make of Hemingway’s work or life?; What if Hemingway had not been born when he was?)

· To present the writing styles of some of the most meaningful writers of the time such as Anne Radcliffe and William Wordsworth and show common techniques such as the word painting 
· Give background information on the writers presented to help understand the influences of their works such as the influence of nature.
· To compare and contrast the differences and similarities of a romantic female writer and a romantic male writer

· To understand the themes, tone, and mood of Emily Dickenson’s poems and how her life style affects her writing.

CLASS ACTIVITIES AND PLANNED TIMES:

· Read an excerpt of Anne Radcliffe’s “Mysteris of Udolpho” and a parto fo Worthwords’s Tintern Abbey (15 min)
· Have a short debate on which poem was written by a man and which poem was written by a woman (10min)

· Discuss the most recurrent themes. Have small groups of students highlight typical romantic characteristics and find examples of word painting.  (20min)

· Short biography of Wordworth and Anne Radcliffe (10min)

· Read Dickenson’s “Because I could not stop for death” together and discuss its meaning along the way highlighting its romantic characteristics. ( 20min)
