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Class Objectives and Sub Objectives:

· The student should be able to gain an understanding of the Restoration as an important literary period of time.

· The student should get acquainted with the authors presented and be able to identify and differentiate their style.
· The student should be able to compare and contrast the different authors and differentiate the different themes they use.

· The student should be able to recognize how the time period and their personal experiences influence the authors.

Class Activities and Planned Times:
 Monday October 25 (Day 1): 
· Introduction to the period known as the Restoration (5 minutes)
· Introduction to John Milton. Brief biography of the author, list of his major works. Influence of the period on the author, how it reflects on his work. Artistic profile of the author. (15 minutes)

· Reading of the poem assigned for homework out loud. Analysis of student’s homework reading: Sonnet XIX: When I Consider How my Light is Spent (15 minutes)
· Hand out copies of Sonnet VII: How soon hath Time, the Subtle Thief of Youth. Analysis of the sonnet. (15 minutes)
Wednesday October 27 (Day 2):
· Introduction to Moliere and John Dryden. Brief biography of both authors, list of their major works. Influence of the period on the authors, how it reflects on their work. Artistic profile of the authors. (15 minutes)

· Reading of Moliere’s poem assigned for homework out loud. Analysis of student’s homework reading: PENDIENTE (15 minutes)

· Reading of Dryden’s poem assigned for homework out loud: Marriage a-la-Mode. Analysis of the poem. (15 minutes)

· Reading of Dryden’s poem assigned for homework out loud: From Troilus and Cressida. Analysis of the poem. (15 minutes)

· Jeopardy of the three authors (includes: compare and contrast, style and major themes of the poems) (20 minutes)
· Provide the students with a compare and contrast handout of the authors presented. 
Materials Needed for Class:

· Writing instrument to keep a proper record of the information being presented.
· Copy of the poems assigned for homework to be able to identify the literary devices used by the author which during class will become clear. 
Homework:
Day 1:

· Read and bring a copy to class of: Sonnet XIX: When I Consider How my Light is Spent by John Milton.
· Define unknown terminology in the reading.
Day 2:

· Read and bring a copy to class of the excerpt of Tartuffe by Moliere.

· Read and bring a copy to class of: Marriage a-la-Mode and From Troilus and Cressida by John Dryden. 
· Define unknown terminology in the reading of the three poems.

Evaluation:

· Students will be evaluated with their performance and participation throughout the two days of presentation, as well as that during the jeopardy.
