Through an airhead housewife, a scrupulous banker and a hypocrite husband, this modern play wraps intrigue, poverty and feminism around the powers of a falsified loan bond. Although he storyline seems simple and even satirical; the truth is that there is nothing shallow in the social reflections present in Henry Ibsen’s A Doll’s House.  Not only being a feminist cry for independence, this play also criticizes the current materialization of life and the lack of legitimacy in the legal system.  Set in the cosiness of a wealthy family’s home, the play tells the story of Nora, a woman who is forced to falsify a loan bond in order to save her husband, and who, after years of avid paying, is forced to reveal her secret or risk being discovered by an also desperate banker. 


But behind this morbid plot lies the strength of the most wonderful prose narratives. With realistic dialogues, exciting physical scenes and beautiful English, this play seems to be the stepping stone for current theatre. Without the length or complexity of Shakespeare, this book seems to portray the same intensity and vivacity to its characters, always showing the real and true essence of modern day man, and assuring in a way mocking the dreadful situation to which this prototype is confronted. 

Because of this, A Doll’s House is a masterpiece that must lie in the book cabinets of any educated man or woman, specially because it means that the man has finally made a connection with his feminine side, and because the woman has finally seen she has a place as well in the world outside the kitchen door.
