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I have had a dream, past the wit of man to say what dream it was: man is but an ass, if he go about to expound this dream. (Shakespeare, 57)  


Although I am no expert in Shakespeare’s plays, I must say that A Midsummer-night’s Dream is a major literary accomplishment due to the vast creativity and supernatural elements used portray human emotions. Moreover, this play transcends the ideal successful structure involving an iambic pentameter and leit motifs. This is so because of the importance Shakespeare gives to the comedic incidents and the details they contain as well as exploring and triggering the reader’s imagination through the use of an unknown world in which higher beings play with mortals. However, the author does show an interesting contrast between mortals and superior beings since both suffer from the sour aspect within love, which somehow establishes a connection between the reader and the characters involved. Nevertheless, the author does give importance to the moral or message behind the story which is an important element present in Shakespeare’s works. In this particular play the message evoked is to make people aware of the absurd necessity they have in explaining and telling others about magical events like dreams. That is why Bottom arrives to the conclusion that men are truly animals when they tend to explore, understand thus explain a dream, ruining its magical mysteriousness.  That is why I believe that Shakespeare’s work will transcend time forever because of the perfection within them, their originality and seriousness behind the apparently meaningless, comedic verses.
