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It is not often that readers can thoroughly enjoy Shakespearian plays, mainly because of the difficulty the language presents, but there is just something about A Midsummer Night’s Dream that makes reading very amenable and enjoyable. Set in Ancient Greece, Shakespeare tells the story of three couples in a simple, plain language and without much soliloquy and reflections, guides the reader into the development of their relationships. Furthermore, Shakespeare adds just the right touch of anachronism that helps him portray a magical world in which faeries-originally from English mythology- and Greek gods, lovers and men with heads of asses, can easily interact to create a hysterical situation in which confusion, and ultimately, love, are the protagonists. A smash play written with wit that will guarantee its readers a great laugh. A must-have in your classics library!
