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	In William Shakespeare’s A Midsummer Night’s Dream love is portrayed as foolish as it is mocked in the five Acts of this play. With his brilliant use of comedy, Shakespeare is able to transform society’s typical outlook on love into something much more amusing and comical, as it passes from being passionate and solemn to actually being a source of thoughtful laughter. In this play three different stories are presented, interweaving themselves in an incredibly comical way as the play goes on.  It portrays the adventures of four young Athenian lovers and a group of amateur actors, their interactions with the Duke and Duchess of Athens, Theseus and Hippolyta, and with fairies who inhabit a moonlit forest.
