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I found that this book was somewhat repetitive and monotonous. It really didn’t interest me much, for there was just too much description, but based only upon one theme in special. When the most important theme throughout the book showed up, it was quite a relief, to be able to read about something different for a change. The problem was, that as soon that theme was introduced, then the rest of the book was only about that theme of Stephen having sinned and how he felt he should confess himself towards a priest, but he just couldn’t since he felt just too bad for the sin he had done. However, although Joyce repeats over and over again ideas that he has mentioned, he makes a good point being able to incorporate that of Stephens’s sin in the book, it is the best way to make the reader more interested in the book. For, although the author is repetitive when mentioning weather or not Stephen desires to confess, there are many thoughts hat move upon Stephen’s mind, which are interesting to read about.
