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Candide, written by Voltaire, is an excellent example of his wit and humor. The book manages to, in a odd and seemingly light tone, criticize several of societies qualities including religion and inequality. The book follows Candide, a man with no real belonging or ties to anything, as he drifts from town to town experiencing new things, and meeting new people. While the play can occasionally become somewhat repetitive and you feel that Candide is hearing and feeling the same things over and over again; it is generally well written and makes the reader think further, deeper than what is actually said and into the implicit. His use of irony is spectacular, however this quality makes it so the foreign reader has to read the book a bit more slowly than most as they often have trouble capturing and understanding this technique. Overall, this was an extremely insightful and interesting play. 
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
