Catch-22 Book Review

 A CATCHING book.

It is easy to see why Catch 22 became a classic for the American public in no time. Heller´s language is vivid and entertaining, he uses humor and irony with mastery to create one of the funniest books ever written about war. Through the eyes of a flight pilot struggling with his own army to be given a chance to survive the war, the author illustrates the  reality of  a war in a full scale. Once a person with real human characteristics gives you a backstage view of the corruption, insanity and death surrounding the war environment it becomes more than just a political cause  and develops a definition in terms of the human beings who participate in it. The absurdity of the situations that come up reflect the irony that as whole the book represents. Although at the beginning the introduction of so many characters might become confusing the many diverse characters  display a real organization of the army and once one gets over the confusion the book’s multidimensional interactions become one of it’s main appeals.
