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Death of a Salesman is the book that every American should read because it depicts the superficiality of the infamous and elusive American Dream.  It shows that the parameters built around it, lead to nothing but more discontent with life.  Furthermore, it serves as great quality entertainment because the story, although is very simple, Miller makes it uniquely interesting adding countless ironies and sarcastic ideas towards the American society. In addition, the language and the tone of the story create the same effect that Michel Moore gives to his documentals (he makes a documental worth watching in a movie theater), so even the regular book hater would end up having at least a decent time reading Miller’s masterpiece.  This book should be read hand in hand with Fitzgerald’s The Great Gatsby because Fitzgerald’s novel portrays the causes that left as an effect; the American Dream in Miller’s novel.
