Death of a salesman is an entertaining play. It utilizes a series of satirical elements, presenting what seems to be a high-quality comedy. However, it does not remain in simple comedy, it treats a very serious issue as well. To a certain extent, it criticizes materialism and specifically that which is withheld in the idea of the American Dream. It criticizes the concept that one must have before being, idea that misleads the individual making him go astray when it comes to the improving and evolution of the personal self. The book makes a contrast between two examples; that of a person who chooses to remain with nothing other than the thought of reaching the American Dream with that of another individual who understands that he must first enrich himself through knowledge and self-acquaintance to then embark in the road to supposed progress. All in all a good read. It is short and can be finished in a day and does not contain complicated structure or vocabulary.
