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During the Second World War, as the Jewish were persecuted, a little girl started to write a diary at the age of 13. For two entire years, Ann Frank wrote in her diary about life within the hideout. It is interesting to notice, how through the pages the little girl becomes this teenager. This is evident through the topics she writes about within Kitty, the diary. What starts as being a boring book, later becomes this psychological journey about a little girl’s life within the hideout and her love story with one of the eight members of the house. If looking for an exciting story, this isn’t the right book because there is no climax. The residents of the hideout end up getting caught; but if Ann Frank where to live for more time, she would have kept on writing without actually reaching a climax.
