Through novel Ethan Forme by Wharton, the archetypal romantic character is depicted through its main character Ethan. This novel is fast and easy to follow, but at the same time the situation that Ethan faces touches the reader. It is a thought provoking novel that definitely forces the reader think at a higher lever. It is scary, that Zeena, Ethan’s wife, with whom he felt the obligation to spend his life for eternity was alien to him. The perturbed consciousness of Ethan will always hold him back form his impulses; thus, his attitude drastically changes from one moment to the other. The book is worth reading since sometimes dim situations as the one Ethan experiences oblige the reader to think deeper about mankind passions.
