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I enjoyed reading these plays a lot. There is a great deal of symbolism within each and the use of satire and irony is masterful. I found Ibsen´s progressive demonstration of the dual nature within both Nora and Mrs. Alving to be extremely clever. Perhaps my only critique is that there comes a point in both plays – precisely between one aspect to the women’s personality and the other – where the writing turns dull and nothing new is presented; as if Ibsen just wanted to postpone the surprise some more. I rather disagree with some critics who have viewed both plays as a negative voice upon women; quite on the contrary, I think it is a call of arms for women who live a in period of time the subjugates them to men’s desires and who must stand up for what they want and believe in. Other than this, I have only to say that I recommend both plays not only for the great craft in writing that they expose, but also because they express situations of pressure within society that I believe no one is a stranger to.
