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The issues of racial segregation and racism are known to have left a footprint in the works of various authors. There are many works that are written as a dissident force against these factors of inequality; however, few transcend the barriers of the physical segregation in order to show the impact on the mind and character. It is rare to find a novel that does such a thing and that is why reading “Invisible Man” is a must in the list of those readers interest in engaging in a voyage through the reality of societal injustice and racism. There is no other novel that could relate the still existing conflict between blacks and whites in the United States of America, and perhaps there is no other novel that besides marvelously depicting this existing reality can exceed in to showing a bigger conflict; that which universally leaves victims out of ruthless power struggles. From page 1 of the prologue (which I highly recommend not omitting due to its extraordinary mode) to the last of its 581 pages you are engaged in the life of this character, his struggles, his naive ness and his relationship to society which is vital to understanding the concept and themes which the novel stunningly portrays. You ascend along with him as he encounters greatness, and stumble with his falls as he finds himself lost and betrayed. This close connection is allowed by the way in which Ralph Ellison, the great master of this work, allows you to know his character, giving you insights on his feelings, his passions and his dreams, to the extent in which you as a reader wish to be able to enter the story with the sole purpose offering the character redemption and end with his suffering. I highly recommend reading this novel, for in every page you will encounter a new idea, a mastering of words, a new emotion, and by the end you will have a different insight on an issue commented by many, but understood by few.
