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 The novel Jane Eyre by Charlotte Bronte is considered one of the great books in literature and by far one of my favourite books from the Victorian age novels. This novel is told or narrated by Jane… the main character who tells the story of her life and how she learned to love.
 Orphaned and inherited by a heartless family Jane struggles to survive. But all she really wants from the family is love yet it seems almost impossible to get the love she needs for there is no love like that of a mother. She is then dumped to a charity school for orphans where nobody knows about her..  For her at first the home seems to be the end of her troubles, what she doesn’t know is that it is just the beginning. She has never eaten burnt porridge before, she has never had to bath once a week, she has never had been scolded in front of 80 people and she has never seen people die. But as time goes she discovers she has to learn how to live emotionally and physically despite all the troubles that come her way. In the end she finishes school and gets employed as tutor to a French kid, in a mansion owned by a down to earth man Mr. Rochester who falls in love with her eventually. With her knowledge, beauty and grasp of ethics….is she capable of being loved and loving? And will the popular Miss Ingram come between Jane and Mr. Rochester
 The novel is very easy going and romantic…it starts with a bang and then ends with a whimper. It is very easy to read and won’t let one put it down. Note that this novel is not a biography…it is a story of  an unconquerable human spirit. It is a CLASSIC.
