The antihero of 1847, the current hero of today, Jane Eyre exemplifies the martyr woman who searches for strength within suffering. Being an orphan at a young age, Jane moves to the house of her evil stepfamily, the Reeds. In this joint she is brutally abused to the point where it is in everyone’s best interest to send her to a boarding school, a place where physical abuse continues, but spiritual growth is achieved.
