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Lolita has become so much more than Nabokov’s novel.  The controversial story of a morbid illicit love has penetrated pop culture and even psychology. The chronicles of peculiar-named Humbert Humbert and little nymphet “girl-child” Dolores (touché- if you speak Spanish) lays in a controversial and remarkably original work of literature. 


“Lola”, “Lo-lee-tah” captures the taboo no one wishes to imagine: that of a romance of a 42 year old amiable pervert and his 12 year old “innocent” stepdaughter. The peculiar style in which Nabokov manages to narrate the story of an obsessed man with a fanatical love is renovating and appealing to the reader. In a unique style does Lolita manage to humanize the characters of forbidden sexual relationships. It is a thrilling assertion of a redefined parody of a love story. 


The grotesque passages might appeal disturbing to some, but in truth they are wisely placed upon the plot to great intrigue and suspense. Thus, the novel, divided in two parts, grips the attention of the reader primarily in the first part for by the second much of the drama has already happened. In a wicked way, Nabokov forces the reader to penetrate the mind of an insane man whom shares (shockingly) many characteristics of an average person. A psychoanalytical dramatic love tale, the author allows the narrator to auto-psychoanalyze himself. Except for the fact that the sole reason of his ecstasy, his life, is the forbidden love of Lolita (not Lolita herself), French intellectual Mr. Humbert Humbert would seem like an average guy. The novel is so appealing because it exalts the double conscience of society and abuses the apathetic paranoia of the instable creature inside every being.
