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The Greek Tragedies have often been praised by the whole world since countless ages for their strong arguments and how they develop into unexpected conclusions. Many playwrights have been famous throughout history, among them Euripides, the creator of great tragedies, one of his most renown ones being Medea. First performed in the Dionysia Festival in 431 BC, it won the third price as one of the best tragedies ever written at the time. Settled in Corinth after Jason’s victorious robbery of the Golden Fleece; Medea marries and has children with Jason. But after being betrayed by Jason and left alone in oblivion, her wrath overpowers her, making her mad with anger and causing to commit great faults under the dark curse of ire. Written with such precision, it is a play pleasurable to the eye and mind, where the characters are brought to live with fine vocabulary and passionate discourses that broaden our expectations of Greek tragedies. Based on the myth of Jason and Medea, it is terrifyingly marvellous the way Medea’s cunning scheme takes place and how its consequences take place, leaving the reader in a breath-taking trance while he or she digests what they have just read. The expressive imagery pulls the reader into a new world of gods and heroic adventurers, followed by the horrifying details of Medea’s con and how she achieves successfully to endeavour her sinister wishes. Tremendous as it may sound; it is a gratification to read through the play, and even more satisfying to watch it being performed. A play praiseworthy as it was almost a millennia ago, it is a classic that everyone should enjoy.
