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Moby Dick is one of the most well known classics in American culture and with good reason. Herman Melville put immense effort into bringing the characters within the novel alive and in many ways he succeeded. The story itself can be also be compared to a work of a genius. However literature is rarely perfect and Moby Dick is no exception. One of problems within the novel is the fact that due to it being written in pre-modern English it can be rather difficult to understand. Another problem is the fact that parts of the story had really no relation to the theme and were really just a pain to read.
If the characters are looked at closely then it becomes apparent that great effort was put into their development. From Queequeg to Ahab, they are all well defined. Not every character is defined the way that Ishmael is, but there is still considerable work within them. Each of the main characters had their own story to tell and fit perfectly within the grand scheme of the novel. 

There were unnecessary elements to the story. The description of various whaling pictures has no significant importance within the story. The description of the boat’s cabin and eating arrangements for the crew are just a load of crap. 
Incidents such as the one above thankfully rarely appear within the novel which prevents it from becoming endless dribble. The book can also be considered a bit long (500 pages). So if patience is one of your virtues or if you prefer the exhilarating experience of reading a classic then Moby Dick is the book for you.
