PLAY REVIEW

Much Ado About Nothing is generally considered one of Shakespeare’s best comedies. It is a wonderful experience of humor with layers of meditations on honor, shame, and politics.

The play explores irony, sarcasm and wit in the character's dialogues while the addresses complex occurrences in its plot; At Messina, Don Pedro, an Italian prince from Aragon and his deputies, Claudio and Benedick have just returned from a successful battle and Leonato, the governor of Messina, welcomes them with a masked party. Benedick and Leonato's niece, Beatrice, longtime adversaries, carry on their argument, and bicker, while Claudio’s feelings for Hero, Leonato's young daughter, are kindled on his seeing her. These two couples`s face complication, as they explore anger, betrayal, hatred, grief, and despair among the main characters, and Beatrice and Benedick fall in love. 

Although the crisis ends relatively quickly, Much Ado About Nothing sometimes seems only steps away from becoming a tragedy, but none of the characters dies and all ends well. 

This play is memorable because of its great characterization, and the dialogues between Beatrice and Benedick reveal their willful personalities that collide because of their pride and intelligence. Their courtship, as old lovers giving youthful dreams a chance, shows how these characters transcend and develop, journeying from antagonists to sincere lovers. 

Reading this play is a great experience to laugh and enjoy the subtleties and richness of language, and marvel at the complications characters face as the plot develop, which at a greater level depicts the human struggle in life, but ends happily this once.
