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Book review: One flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest
One Flew Over the Cuckoo’s Nest touches a subject that most people ignore most of their lives: the life inside a mental institution. The narrator of this novel is a mental patient himself, Chief Bomden. This allows the reader to get a first-hand experience of the mind of a mentally ill person; even though Chief Bromden is not completely insane, he occasionally has hallucinations or disconnects with the reality. His fears and insecurities are obvious, things that normal people would not worry about. However, in this world of insecurity comes a new patient, Randall McMurphy, who is sane, yet pretends to be crazy to escape a work farm he is condemned to work in. McMurphy is the only patient who stads up to the tyrannical reign of Nurse Ratched and will inevitably inspire other patients, especially Chief Bromden to take decisions for themselves. Highly recommendable for all types of readers, whether they have academic interests in the novel or just want to read for pleasure.
