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Through the eyes of a self-critical unemployed artist, the reality of the Post World German society is portrayed showing a distinguishable ‘mass guilt’ or fake in remorse, in this Christian guided society. The main character, a depressive clown shattering in a nostalgic recurrence to his memoirs, is showing his discontent in the materialistic and homogeneous nation, in which its people should all act in accordance with the same set of values. He is shown critical of Christian institutions, both politically and religiously, for he tends to blame the economical hardships on them. But even at a more personal level, the standards of German culture ruined his life, by having to surrender the woman who he loved, to a Protestant priest. This act, which devastates him through the rest of his life, shows an opinion of morality which differ a great deal, from what he considers the phony immoral version of morality, in Christian and German society, where he says that the only way of being respected is by entangling in the superficiality of their values. His rather bohemian and extremely sentimental approach, to his life and his circumstances, makes it clear that while he is socially alienated he disapproves and accepts himself as a failure, he revolves his disillusionment upon the fragment and desperate society in which he lives, showing a desolate and pitiful portrait of the world after the war.

Opinions of a clown, reveals not only a more profound and artistic criticism to the principles established to be respectable folks, but the rather over manipulating role that religion and politics tend to exert on the individual. Inability to adapt to the conditions imposed by these institutions, ultimately results in an alienation, which results more intense and distant than social alienation; it results in a disturbing and powerless inability to conform with people and circumstances.
