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Tennessee Williams has written an amazing play that brings two worlds together, the North and South of the United States. Through his two main characters, Blanche Dubois and Stanley Kowalski, he represents the clash and conflict between their two very different worlds. 


Williams tells the story of pathetic mental, emotional and fragile Southern woman who was born into a wealthy family of Mississippi planters. Yet, because of the loss of her family’s property she is forced to move in with her sister and her animalistic, barbaric and rude brother-in-law, into their small and foul two room apartment in New Orleans. While Blanche is in search of refuge and a confidant, she finds her sister, Stella, to be living a life of drunkenness, hostility, desire and ignorance. To Blanche’s utter surprise her arrival is unwelcome and unwanted by her hateful and vicious brother-in-law, Stanley. With constant battles and resentment towards one another, Stella finds herself in the middle of her two loved ones. Stella now finds herself in a predicament, being torn from both sides and not knowing what and who to support. But who will she chose? 

Williams play allows the reader to understand the characters and the situations which they are in, for his writing is incredibly descriptive, not to mentions the stage directions which paint perfect pictures for the reader of what the atmosphere is like and what is really going on. Williams’s use of violence and degradation makes a statement of what the time period was like, the difference between the north and the south, the classy and the shabby. This play is one of the best ever written because of its round and interesting characters telling such an intriguing story.
