Book Review: The Great Gatsby
Fitzgerald’s novel The Great Gatsby is the story of Jay Gatsby’s helpless quest for Daisy Buchanan’s love which symbolizes perfection and the realization of his American Dream. Gatsby is Great; he reconstructs his life, sacrifices his morals and invests his efforts in manipulating circumstances to get close to his impossible love. Similar to a magician and surrounded by ambiguity, Gatsby develops into an illustration of the doomed struggle of human beings to make dreams their reality and cling to the past in a crude world ruled by self-indulgence and whim. Thus Fitzgerald explores human fragility and foolishness in holding on to crumbling dreams.  
The characters, developed through Nick Carraway’s narration are diverse and complete; islands of faults, dreams and fears that become more isolated as the story builds up. The rich descriptions, humorous dialogues and candid confessions make the novel an accurate portrayal of the Roaring Twenties, of human nature and of society’s perversion towards materialism and greed. Fitzgerald is justly considered one of the most important American writers of the twentieth century; his sharp social insight and exquisitely crafted plot, accompanied by beautiful lyricism are an incomparable combination that makes The Great Gatsby an excellent experience.
