Often people abstain from reading plays as they much rather prefer to see the story being acted out by human actors. However, Oscar Wilde’s The Importance of Being Earnest is a play brilliant enough to entertain the most serious of audiences. Through witty dialogues, humorous circumstances, and spectacular character development, Oscar Wilde provides us with what seems to be a light comedy, but in the end proves to be a harsh critique on the Londoner society. Likewise, Wilde keeps the reader absorbed in the reading with the way in which he manages to entangle his characters in the most unthinkable situations, yet always concluding his conflicts with a happy ending for all. All I have to say is that The Importance of Being Earnest is a short, yet entertaining work of art that everybody will enjoy.
