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Gregor Samsa is a working man who supports his family economically; he works hard and dislikes his job as well as his boss. One morning, he wakes up converted in what seems to be some sort of cockroach. He is then doomed to face the indifference his family develops towards him and the lack of affection he had always experienced but never really realized. Throughout Gregor’s situation we are able to see how he is always caring about his family, and how he lives to satisfy their needs and he never thinks about himself and what he wants and desires. His only dream was to pay the money his family owed and to get his sister, Grete to go to the conservatory to play the violin. 


The book certainly makes the reader feel pity for Gregor, he is treated horribly by his father, who first kicks him into his room and afterwards throws an apple at him that ends up causing his death. His own mother couldn’t bear to see him; she would faint and be terrified by him. His sister Grete, who he claimed to have a close relationship with, felt creeps when she saw him, and by the end she wanted to get rid of him. Not to mention the three bearded men who have a discussion with Gregor’s family for hiding and even having such creature as Gregor, and the maid who treated Gregor as if he were some piece of garbage. The book is certainly more than what it is on the surface, it isn’t about a man who turns into a cockroach, it’s about the cruelty people can reach, even towards their loved ones, it’s about the way society isn’t able to accept something unusual, and about how people live to please the wishes of others rather than living to make their own lives better. There is no other way to describe the metamorphosis of Gregor Samsa than calling it a metaphor. The story is also very concise and straight forward, easy to read and focus on it. The images are very clear, we are able to perceive the world the way Gregor does and we are able to feel the anguish he is going through. The book will always intrigue the reader, and Gregor’s experience will make everyone feel the exact same way he did.
