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Franz Kafka’s story, The Metamorphosis, is the perfect entertainment for anyone who likes a good reading but has problems with getting the time for it. Short, simple, easy to understand, Kafka makes his work a memorable piece, as right from the beginning it catches the reader’s attention. “One morning when Gregor Samsa woke from troubled dreams, he found himself transformed in his bed into a horrible vermin.” It is this memorable opening sentence that is bound to keep the reader wanting to know about the awful situation a man endures as he wakes up one morning as a bug.
