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This book talk about Gregor Samsa, a man who wakes up one morning, and finds out that he has been transformed into a giant insect. This character, cannot believe that he is in fact a bug, the moment that he realizes he is not dreaming, but it is in fact reality, he can’t believe and does not know in what manner he should react. At first, he wants to call his boss and turn in sick for the day, but believes that if he does so, then his boss would then send a doctor over to check on him and he would then be discovered. The transformation, serves as a metaphor to the effects of the relationship that he has with his family. In the book, his family rejects him, and takes advantage of him, as an insect, and as a human. After his transformation, Gregor realizes that his family had only loved him throughout the years because he had been the one responsible to take the money to the house for their spending and living. His family made it clear to him that he was useless for them the moment that he was turned into a bug and was unable to go to work. In fact, in that situation, and moment in the book, is when the first character, who has been turned into an insect realizes that he was loved by his family for the money that he provided them with.
