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I read five books this summer, and of the five this book was by far the worst, possibly even the worst I have read; ever. After arguing with several friends about it, most of us came to the conclusion, that it severely lacked description. It seemed to me that the first part of the book has a relatively good amount of description but after that it just stops. Also, something I don’t like about this book, although it was an interesting first time experience, was that it’s a chronicle. It “attempts”, though fails somewhat, in keeping things objective, which makes it hard to feel anything for the characters. Whenever someone dies, it doesn’t really seem to make a difference, he just one more guy… The language is easy enough to read, and doesn’t require a great vocabulary. RATING: 4/10
