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 The main idea behind The Screwtape Letters is that it is a collection of epistles or letters written by Screwtape who is a senior devil to  his young nephew Wormwood who is a junior devil.  As the senior devil, Screwtape guides his young learner in how to seduce humans or patients for an everlasting damnation or how to lead humans off track, C. S Lewis  brings into light the never-resolved questions about good and evil, enticement, remorse,  and at the same time bringing forth  the  information and supervision to all people who are trying to live purely and a healthy Christian life. C.S Lewis does this by giving the reader a thorough lecture of how tricks are used on humans to get their souls. Few of these tricks are sex, alcohol, war etc, things that human tend to be tempted to overtake or overdo.
The Screwtape Letters is insolubly the most inciting, thought- provocative and inspiring novel one can read. The letters are not in a chronological order and don’t have a date and this factor makes  it sometimes tricky to follow. However  although the author claims that the book is not to mislead or offend anyone’s belief in the preface, he does a great deal in getting a message of the book out and that is the fraud of all devils. 

Most of the time the reader is tempted to side with Wormwood and with Screwtape  himself  and reader is made to  believe  that these two will prevail, nevertheless, this does not happen, in end is when the reader learns to side with the humans.

 The most amazing factor of the book is C.S Lewis’s brave usage of language. It is fairly easy  to follow up and amazingly original. Although the reader never gets to read the letters from Wormwood, the read feels like they totally know this character through Screwtape letters. This is because the letters are extremely coherent and have sufficient evidence to prop up his arguments.


Overall The Screwtape letters is a very charming book to read. It does not only offer a message about the trickery of demons and devils but it also provides striking evidence about human’s lives and their constant struggle against devils. It made me change some of my ways without questioning if what I was doing was correct. The things Lewis suggest just seem to be true, they feel true and real.
