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Annie Proulx’s novel: The Shipping News is an excellent novel which tells an amazing story in the apparently simplest words which mostly transcend into the essence of the protagonist’s personality. Through the details of nautical knots or portions of ancient songs, the author foreshadows the entire events of each chapter and portrays through the knots the current state of Quoyle, who is the main character. Therefore, as the knots change their shape, Quoyle modifies his character. Moreover, Quoyle’s quest for his character and a place to raise his daughters in the eternal absence of a biological mother captures the reader into a place which is Newfoundland, plagued by eccentric characters. Quoyle’s endless and unbreakable love for his daughters reveals him as a man whose character is much stronger and much more valuable than he is aware of. Consequently, because of the masterful blending of humor and transcendental truths expressed throughout the novel and the elements previously mentioned, this novel is more than worthy of the Pulitzer Price it received.
