In don’t consider that The Tempest should be categorized as a comedy, but I find it enjoyable. Although it might be criticized for having a happy inadequate ending, I consider that it is strong, meaningful, and thought provoking. Prospero’s closing epilogue is definitely profound, optimistic and it reflects the complex and ambiguous personality of the character. What I particularly like about Prosperous is his deceiving personality, because his initial attitude might make the reader believe he is a villain, since he uses his power to manipulate those who surround him. However, at the end Prosperous suddenly decides to quit arranging thinks to his judgment, and gives up his power. Instead of seeking revenge, he forgives the treachery of Antonio and Alonso and avoids a tragedy. He allows his daughter to interact with the outer world which used to be unknown to her, by letting her go with Ferdinand to Naples and marry. I will agree that it is the change in Prospero somewhat radical and unrealistic, but I think that an ending is better when it takes the reader by surprise.

The book overall is filled with magic. I really enjoyed the innovative characters that Shakespeare uses in this place such as Ariel and Caliban. Also, I liked how he describes the hypocrisy that exists between the nobility since their greed will lead them to seek for power at all costs. I believe this play is interesting, creative, original, and a good reading experience.
