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If you like psychological suspense mysteries, you will definitely like “Turn of the Screw” by Henry James. Even though the plot of the book might be a little complicated to understand, a thorough reader will pick up important bits of information and piece the mystery together. Henry James is one of the few authors that has effectively made my hairs stand on end through the use of paranormal apparitions. Some readers might find the novel a bit slow because Henry James dedicates a majority of the long passages to description and not action, but these passages help the reader understand the characters and their personalities better. I recommend this book for those interested in themes like communication with the dead, spirit apparitions, and the battle for lost souls. The protagonist of the story is a young governess who goes to work in an estate taking care of two orphaned children. At first the children seem to be perfection personified, but she eventually finds out that the children have unhealthy relationships with the spirits of two dead people. She embarks on a struggle to save the children’s souls before it is too late, while trying to save her own soul as well.
