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Just as any other Shakespeare play, “Twelfth Night” is characterized by the immense diversity of character personality, which of course leads to a diversity of roles and position in relation to one same topic. “Twelfth Night” is certainly a fun story, that evolves around a love triangle; consequence of a confusion.
