HOW TO CHOOSE A GOOD BOOK!
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AUTHOR - Has the author written other books that you’ve liked?

AWARDS - Did the book win any awards?  Award winners are usually very good reads!

BLURB – Does the write-up on the back or the inside cover sound interesting?

COVER – Does the cover look interesting?  Is it worn?  That might mean the book has been well read and well loved…

EXCERPT – Open the book to any page and read – is it readable?  Do you like the author’s style?

FIRST PAGE – Does the book have a good introduction?

FRIENDS – Have any of your friends read a great book that they would recommend?

NUMBER OF PAGES – Make sure you challenge yourself, but don’t overwhelm yourself!

TEACHER or LIBRARIAN – Ask the opinion of your teacher or the librarian – they have probably read many of the books you are looking at.

TITLE – Does it sound interesting?   Is it catchy?
