TASK:
a) Choose, read, and write a brief response journal about ONE GOOD BOOK this summer.


b) Share your overall thoughts and a brief passage from the book with the class in August.

STEPS:
(Now:)

1. Choose a book:
- that is a book-length narrative (tells one continuous story) - fiction or non-fiction




- that you are INTERESTED IN!  (see teachers, librarians, or the CB library site for ideas)



- that is at an appropriate reading level for you (i.e. you can read it independently)



- that is written in English




- that you have NOT read in another class and will NOT study in this class




(specifically, no Pride and Prejudice, Lord of the Flies, or Twelfth Night)
2. Set up your "IF" response journal (may be typed OR hand-written):




- Label the first page like the example, and write your brief introduction (Entry #1).




- Divide your book into three roughly equal parts, and record the page numbers.
(This summer:)

3. READ!

- setting time goals can help - maybe 30 min. a day, or 1 part each week

&
4. Respond:

- when you get to the end of Part 1, choose one of the journal options to write about 


for Entry #2. (Length: 1 paragraph, approx. 150 words)




- repeat for Entry #3 (Part 2 of the book) and Entry #4 (Part 3 of the book) - BUT, 



choose a different option each time



- write your conclusion (Entry #5)




- length of each entry: 2 paragraphs (200-300 words)
(In August:)

5. Share:

- explain the basic premise of the book (who the main character is, where they are, 


and what the beginning of their problem is)



- share some overall thoughts (rating, likes/dislikes, recommended audience)




- introduce and read aloud a short, interesting passage, to give everyone a taste of the 


story (approx. 
100 words, 30-40 seconds)
